7 Biblical Ways to Relate to Your Pastor

MANY PEOPLE DO NOT KNOW HOW TO RELATE TO THE GIFT OF A PASTOR. THE 
ATTITUDE IS THAT THE PASTOR IS THERE TO RELATE TO THEM, AND IF THE 
PASTOR DOESN’T, THEY WILL GET A NEW ONE. 
 
I. RECEIVE THE GIFT 
 

A. Ephesians 4:8-12 (NKJV) “Therefore He says, ‘When He ascended on high, He led 
captivity captive, and gave gifts to men.’ (Now this, “He ascended” - what does it mean but 
that He also descended first into the lower parts of the earth? He who descended is also the 
One who ascended far above all heavens, that He might fill all things.) And He Himself gave 
some to be apostles, some prophets, some evangelists, and some pastors and teachers, for the 
equipping of the saints for the work of the ministry, for the edifying of the body of Christ.” 
 
B. The Pastor is a gift from God (verse 8). 
- The gift is on the inside. 
 
C. Do you receive your pastor as you would a present from somebody? 

 
II. KNOW THE GIFT 
 

A. 1 Thessalonians 5:12 (KJV) “And we beseech you, brethren, to know them which labour 
among you, and are over you in the Lord, and admonish you.” 
 



B. To know is to understand as truth and fact. 
 
C. You must be around the pastor to know them as truth and fact. 
 
D. When you know your pastor, you will not struggle with the gift or the message from the 
gift. 

 
III. ESTEEM THE GIFT 
 

A. 1 Thessalonians 5:13 (KJV) “And to esteem them very highly in love for their work's 
sake. And be at peace among yourselves.” 
 
B. To esteem is to hold in high regard, respect, to admire the gift. 
 
C. We do this “highly” through love. Love is an action word. 
 
D. To not esteem the pastor looks like criticism. 
 
- Have chicken for lunch instead of pastor! 

 
IV. PRAY FOR THE GIFT 
 

A. 2 Thessalonians 3:1-2 (NKJV) “Finally, brethren, pray for us, that the word of the Lord 
may run swiftly and be glorified, just as it is with you, and that we may be delivered from 
unreasonable and wicked men: for not all men have faith.” 
 
B. Everybody needs to be praying for the pastor every day. 
 
C. Start with praying for at least 15 seconds a day for your pastor(s). 

 
V. COMMUNICATE TO THE GIFT 
 

A. Galatians 6:6 NKJV) “Let him who is taught the word share in all good things with him 
who teaches.” 
 
B. Communicate in all good things. 
 
C. If you have never spoken to your pastor personally - do it! 
 
D. Pastor - to be a good pastor is to be around and to interact with your congregation. 

 
VI. IMITATE OR COPY THE GIFT 

 
A. Philippians 4:9 (NJKV) “The things which you learned and received and heard and saw 

in me, these do, and the God of peace will be with you.” 
 



B. The pastor is there to be an example to you, not to entertain you. 
 
C. The greatest form of flattery is when somebody imitates you. Imitate your pastor! 

 
VII. GIVE HEED TO THE GIFT 
 

A. Hebrews 2:1 (KJV) “Therefore we ought to give the more earnest heed to the things 
which we have heard, lest at any time we should let them slip.” 
 
B. To heed is to listen with care, to take notice, to give attention to.

John 14:6 Jesus saith unto him, I am the way, the truth, and the life: no man cometh unto the 
Father, but by me. 
 
Zep. 3:17 The LORD thy God in the midst of thee is mighty; he will save, he will rejoice over 
thee with joy; he will rest in his love, he will joy over thee with singing. 
 
1 John 1:9 If we confess our sins, he is faithful and just to forgive us our sins, and to cleanse us 
from all unrighteousness. 
 
Rom. 10:9-10 That if thou shalt confess with thy mouth the Lord Jesus, and shalt believe in thine 
heart that God hath raised him from the dead, thou shalt be saved. For with the heart man 
believeth unto righteousness; and with the mouth confession is made unto salvation.
